Girls U12 and U14 – Friday 6.45 – 8.15 at Charterhouse School, Godalming. Match times to be advised.

Boys U12  – Friday 6.30- 8.00pm at Broadwater. Match times to be advised. 

Boys U14 – Saturday 5.00 0 6.30pm at Broadwater. Match times to be advised

Boys – U16 and U18 – Sunday 10.00 – 11.30 am at Broadwater.

Season dates:

Christmas term: Friday 10th/Monday 13th September until Friday 17th/Sunday 20th December

Spring term: Friday 7th /Monday 10th January until Friday 1st/Sunday 3rd April 

There will be no practises on Friday 29th October and Friday 25th February although league matches due to be played on Sunday 31st October  and Sunday 27th February will stay on the fixture list. 

Equipment:

Members are expected to provide their own hockey sticks although there will be a limited number available if this is not possible. Any of the coaches can advise on suitable equipment. Shoes must be either trainers or astroturf boots. All colts must have shin pads and gum guards which must be worn for all training and matches.  

Matches and Tournaments: 

All colts fixtures also take place on Sundays - either morning or early afternoon. Parents are expected to arrange transport for their children to and from matches.  Match details are on the fixtures page linked from the Colts home page on our website.

Membership Fee:

The minimum membership fee is £120 per colt. If you would like to contribute more towards the running of the Colts section, to help with coaching and pitch hire costs, please feel free to donate a higher membership fee. We are a registered Community Amateur Sports Club and we can recover tax on higher contributions. A donation form can be downloaded from our website. Colts members playing in senior teams on a regular basis pay the student membership fee and pay match fees for senior games.  Anyone uncertain whether or not they will enjoy playing hockey will be able to have a go for up to three weeks before paying the membership fee.  We have members from almost all the local schools so most people will see a familiar face. Please pay by cheque made payable to Guildford Hockey Club.

Child Protection and Health & Safety:

We have an appointed Child Protection Officer and all our coaches and assistants are required to undertake the necessary CRB checks. A roll-call is made of all colts attending training sessions and matches and children will not be released from the pitch until a responsible adult has been identified to collect the child. For your own safety and to enable us to better control the flow of children on and off the pitch, parents are asked not to enter onto the playing surface. Please cooperate with us in this respect. 

Hockey can be a dangerous game and while we endeavour to teach safe play at all times, the occasional bruised knuckle or ankle is almost inevitable. We cannot therefore be held responsible for any injury that may occur during practices and matches. Players are responsible for wearing suitable shoes, shin pads and gum guards at all colts sessions.  Coaches will refuse to allow anyone to play if they do not have adequate protection for the standard of game they are playing. Hockey can also be a dangerous game to watch – please be aware that balls can fly off the pitch! 

Cancellations:

Occasionally a practice or match has to be cancelled.  Astroturf practices will only be cancelled in extreme weather or if the ground is heavily frozen. If in doubt please check with either your coach or team manager.

The Colts button leads to pages about both the boys and girls teams, coaches, fixtures etc. Please use the website to keep yourselves informed of matches and other events during the year. Team communication will be mostly by email – please ensure that we have a parent’s email that is used often.

Additional Helpers:
We have a large number of colts over a very wide age range. If any parents are willing to help with coaching and/or managing teams  we would be very grateful. All coaches and volunteer helpers will be required to complete a CRB check.
